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One of the leading causes of delay in releasing funds to researchers is the contract and funding agreements requirements for the appropriate in house certificates to be issued to the Principal Investigators. These may include:
· Biohazardous Material Use Certificates
· Internal Radioisotope Permits

· Laser or X-Ray Registrations

Research materials are often stopped at customs due to improper shipping documentation or lack of importation/exportation permits.
